Ms. Gutai read Ordinance 1978 by title.

Chris Frassetti, Development Services Manager, advised the City received an application to
amend the Comprehensive Plan's Future Land Use Map (FLUM) designation to Mixed Use
(MU) for property located at 1900 Lewis Turner Boulevard in Fort Walton Beach, as well as a
voluntary annexation application for the same property.

Mr. Frassetti continued the total size is approximately 51.84 acres and the intended uses include
multi-family residential, office, commercial and recreation. He discussed the Staff Analysis and
Findings of Fact and requested that the Board recommend to City Council adoption of Ordinance
1978.

Mr. Stokes disclosed that he has worked in the past with Jay Odom, the developer for the project,
but that will not affect his decision. Mr. Stokes received clarification that by the Board
approving this request, a separate property parcel ID number will be assigned.

Jay Odom of the Jay Odom Group, developer, presented background on the project and stated he
is excited to be developing this property.
